Model’s name awarded with Model Cup National Colours
Not many people know that modelling can be practised as a sport.
Model Cup is the organization that manages this exciting concept where participants can even get their Provincial and National Colours as models.

Modelling as a sport has been very successful among our young people. Last year’s Miss SA, Nicole Flint, was a Model Cup contender and winner of her age group in the Model Cup 2005.
Model Cup has been structured in such a way that anybody can do modelling as a sport. Each division focuses on different aspects of the person and the industry. It works similar to athletics with different disciplines. For example, a model might not have the face but have a great body, or great face but not so good a body, or you have good rhythm and stage personality.
Points are given separately in six divisions. These are Ramp (catwalk style, technique and attitude), Pageant (personality and grace), Body (body tone and shape only), Photographic (beauty and photogenics of face only), Freeze (poses mannequin style) and Beat (walking or dancing to music). 

With their participation in Model Cup, the individual develops and improves their self-esteem and confidence, and the sport gives them experience, networking skills and even inspires them to develop their leadership and entrepreneurial skills.

Modelling as a sport is open for anybody males and females from the ages of 4 and up. All is welcome to compete or to become part of.

11 to 13 December 2010, at Pure Joy Estate in Pretoria, Model Cup held their National Final event, where provincial members from all over South Africa came together to compete for their 2011 National Colours. Each person competed in all 6 divisions over the 3 days, judged by a very professional panel of judges, in their own age group, for example, under 12 Female. There were also workshops held for the models, where they were inspired to stand up as leaders and to make a difference in society today, regardless of their age.
At the awards ceremony on the final evening, the models were awarded with medals, trophies and certificates for their achievements over the 3 days and for their 2011 National Colours.
The highlight of the evening was a R250,000 International Contract prize. A scout from Cape Town could choose the model(s) himself, according to the industry’s current trends. He was so pleased with the talent, that he appointed 3 models each with a contract to the value of over R250,000 each!
